Narrator 1:

Narrator 1:

Little Bunny:

Narrator 2:
Afraid Little Bunny might change his mind, Skunk quickly pulled him inside.

Skunk:

Narrator 2:

Little Bunny:
What smells?

Skunk:

Little Bunny:

Narrator 2:

Little Bunny:

Narrator 1:

Narrator 1:

Narrator 2:

Little Bunny:

Narrator 2:
But it wasn’t thundering at all. His friend Bear was snoring!

Little Bunny:

Narrator 2:
So he left and hopped some more until he reached his good old friend Owl.

Little Bunny:
May I sleep here tonight?

Owl:
Why yes, if you want to. Just follow me.

Narrator 1:
An exhausted Little Bunny went right to sleep, but soon he was wakened by a bright light shining in his eyes.

Little Bunny:

Owl:
